	ITEM NO. 2:   APPROVAL OF MINUTES


	MOTION was made by Dennis Brink, seconded by Ed Nikles, and carried to approve the August 20, 2019 Minutes as presented.  Chairman Mincer abstained from voting as he was not at the meeting.

Garage Project Update
	Karen Kleist informed the Board that she spoke to DCED regarding the LSA grant.  We cannot start work on ANY tasks included in the application - even if they are noted as "matching" funds.  To that end, the application will need to be tweaked if we are going to move forward with the application.  Our "matching" funds column would be reduced by over one-half so that we can complete the design and request bids prior to the grant award (usually in March).  The Board agreed that we should modify the application.

A)  Treated Salt Bid Opening


	The Board opened the two bids for Treated Sodium Chloride that were received:  Cargill Salt bid $90.68/ton and Morton Salt bid $91.94/ton.  MOTION was made by Thomas Mincer, seconded by Dennis Brink, and unanimously carried to award the bid for approximately 300 tons of treated salt to Cargill Salt as the low bidder.

A) KBA Engineering - NJ Y Camps
     NPDES Renewal


	The Board was in receipt of notification that the New Jersey Y Camps is submitting an application to PaDEP to renew their NPDES Sewage permit.  Chris Wood added that the seasonal report he received a coy of was good.

SUBDIVISIONS / LAND DEVELOPMENTS
	A)  Abruzzi/Ziecheck Lot Improvement:  The Board reviewed the proposed lot improvement and documentation including deeds, letters of adequacy from the County Planning Commission and the Township Engineer, and a recommendation for approval from the Planning Commission.  MOTION was made by Ed Nikles, seconded by Dennis Brink, and unanimously carried to approve the Mario Abruzzi/Wendy Ziecheck Lot Improvement combining lots 207, 208, & 209, Section 2 of Indian Trails, to be known as Lot 208R.

	ITEM NO. 8:
ROADMASTER REPORT
	Jim Snyder went over his report and noted the following:
- He called Wayco about completing the Bridge Road paving and it was discovered that the tonnage listed in the specifications was half of what it actually is, so the cost would be twice what we thought.  If we want to go ahead with that paving, we will have to re-bid.  It was decided to wait for next year.
-  He would like permission to rent a boom mower for two weeks.  Cost is $2,400/week rent plus $950 delivery/pickup.  The Board authorized the rental.
-  The Loader is no longer safe on the road;  there is an issue with the steering.  Supervisor Brink said he would stop and take a look at it to see if they could pinpoint the issue.

MOTION was made by Ed Nikles, seconded by Dennis Brink, and unanimously carried to approve the August 12-25, 2019 Roadmaster Report as submitted and reviewed.
