MOTION was made by Ed Nikles, seconded by Thomas Mincer, and unanimously carried to approve
the September 17, 2019 Minutes as submitted.

The Board reviewed the update to the proposed zoning amendment incorporating two clarification
changes suggested by Solicitor Klemeyer. MOTION was made by Ed Nikles, seconded by Thomas
Mincer, and unanimously carried to advertise the proposed zoning amendment for public hearing
and adoption.

There was no Other Old Business at this time

Karen Kleist presented the Board with the 2020 Pension Minimum Municipal Obligation worksheet.
Based on projected 2013 wages, the 2020 MMO will be $40.883. MOTION was made by Ed Nikles,
seconded by Thomas Mincer, and unanimously carried to approve the 2020 Pension MMO as
presented.

The Board was in receipt of a letter from Habitat for Humanity requesting support of their LSA
Grant application in the amount of $175,000 additional funds to construct a warehouse to store
construction equipment and building materials.
